Due to the potential extension of restrictive measures related to the development of 
epidemiologic situation in various regions of the world following the outbreak of 
coronavirus (COVID-19) and in order to facilitate the uninterrupted operation of the 
international shipping, the Maritime Administration of the Russian Federation (hereinafter 
referred to as the Administration) hereby extends previously adopted urgent measures, 
outlined in the Information letters of the Ministry of Transport of the Russian Federation 
of  11 June 2020, ref. ЮЦ-Д5-26/10781 and of 10 July 2020, ref. ЮЦ-Д5-29/12972, 
regarding seafarer’s certificates and documents which have expired or are due to expire 
before      31st of December 2020 inclusive. 

In case if there is no possibility, due to seafarer’s being on board the ship on 
voyage, to extend under the appropriate procedures the Certificates of Competence issued 
by the Administration, as well as the endorsements on recognition of certificates issued by 
another Government, Certificates of Proficiency, tanker endorsements (oil tankers, 
liquefied gas tankers, chemical tankers), certificates for ship’s cooks or other documents 
issued in accordance with the International Convention on Standards of Training, 
Certification and Watchkeeping for Seafarers, 1978, as amended (STCW), the validity of 
such documents is extended up to 31st of March 2021 inclusive. 

Additional entries in documents or issuance of new documents are not required. 
The Administration retains the right to change or cancel the above mentioned 

measures at any time depending on the development of situation with COVID-19.
